Jay explained that magnetic loop antennas are good for HOA neighborhoags nudachatpak
and drastically reduce the amount of band noise.

Jay also brought along devices that can be used to erect dipole antennas iriydingligswyi
and a huge pneumatic antenna launcher. He then compbreg withagdipole anteindgoles
need support (mast, tower, trees, pole, etc.), and are generally not HOA friendly. To be a
antenna, a dipole must be at leastélemgth long.

Commercial magnetic loop i
generally run between $4800.
